	1) This continued with an after-school provision, strengthening the skills and enabling disadvantaged pupils in particular, to access a provision they otherwise would not be able to.
2) Many more girls took part in the intra-school competition as a result of this. Furthermore, KS1 pupils were able to access structured team games to help them to develop a variety of different skills.  One pupil was identified as gifted and is now part of the Sheffield United development program. 
3) The coach provided structured sessions, building on prior learning. She explained the tasks every step of the way and modelled the learning well for teachers and teaching support staff.
4) Year 6 Pupils attended Play Leader Training in Autumn term 2023 – teams and equipment were put together to engage other students in a variety of physical activities.
5) Lunchtime supervisors and other school staff covering lunchtime outdoor time, given training on a variety of ways to engage the pupils in physical activities – including newly purchased team building resources at the end of 2022-2023.
6) Pupils will be able to have quality equipment and resources with which to complete their PE sessions.
7) ARCHES were able to provide support to the school’s PE coordinator, arrange coaches for particular areas of development, arrange competitions and training sessions for school staff, carry out an annual review of PE at the school.
8) Pupils who would not have been able to travel to the competition venue were able to travel with their peers and participate in the competition. 
9) Providing practical resources, progression planning for skills and lessons, curriculum mapping tool, active blast activities, sports day planning and resourcing etc.
10) PE subject lead given necessary time to support staff, delivering CPD (where deemed necessary) subject monitoring, liaison with coaches and other schools for competitions and joint activities, along with the delivery of after school/lunchtime activities.

	1) Greater interest developing in TAG Rugby many more girls involved too) as a result of engaging Sheffield Eagles coaching team. The school was represented well in the ARCHES Games in summer 2024.
2) Having a football coach in for a full term enabled some pupils who might otherwise not get a chance to play team football out of school, to build and develop their skills – bringing greater confidence in their own achievements. Greater numbers of girls engaging in this than previous years also.
3) The loss of a staff member resulted in a skills gap in gymnastics. Having a gymnastics coach provided CPD for delivery of lessons, giving advice and confidence, team-teaching and training.
4) Pupil Play Leader training provides much needed support during morning breaktimes on both yards. It develops confidence, teamwork and promotes nurturing opportunities for younger pupils.
There is to be review of the system used in past years to make this more effective as this year, some of the Year 6 pupils lost momentum, especially around the time of their formal assessment preparation.
5) Further training to be given to lunchtime staff, to revisit how to best use the playground equipment. This is particularly for new members of staff and to refresh skills and ideas – so that staff will be leading play activities more.
6) Audit to be carried out and further resources to be ordered in light of change of PE subject lead and the amendments to the PE Curriculum map.
7) Continue with Arches Platinum support package – providing access to CPD training after staff PE review day. Access to competitions, activities for vulnerable groups, coaches, etc.
8) Access to transport would have been a barrier and this was removed. Thus allowing greater participation in competitive sport.  Audit to be carried out to highlight and remove barriers to competition.  
9) To be renewed in September 2024.
