Place value (within 20)


Counting objects, counting forwards and backwards, one more/one less, comparing and ordering numbers and using a number line. 


Addition and subtraction (within 20)


Number bonds to 20, addition, adding together, adding more; subtraction, taking away, counting back, finding the difference.


Place value (within 50)


Counting objects, counting forwards and backwards, one more/one less, comparing and ordering numbers and using a hundred grid. 


Length and height 


Measuring using a ruler, starting from 0 and comparing heights/lengths. 


Mass and volume 


Capacity, volume, comparing capacity/volume, full and empty, heavier/lighter and mass. 





Encouraging your child to explain how they worked something out and playing maths games (like board games or number matching) will help build confidence and enjoyment in maths.
